What should | do if the screen looks blurry, or the session is too small/big for my screen?

If the quality of the session video is blurry or too big/small, this is usually due to your local computer’s
resolution being smaller/larger than the lab computer’s resolution. Try some of these suggestions:

1. Change the resolution of your remote session to “Best fit to local”.
Before connecting to the computer, click the gear icon next to the computer -> select from the
Resolution dropdown menu

What should | do if | have a slow remote connection?

A slow or lagging remote connection may be a result of low network bandwidth. Try these suggestions
to improve the connection speed.

1. Lower the resolution size of your remote session. See #1 above for how to change the
resolution.

2. Lower the frame rate of the remote session.
In the session toolbar, click the Eyeball icon -> Low Frame Rate.
